
 
 
 

Draft Rules for WSFA Raffle 
  

1. Raffle tickets shall not be sold to a person less than 18 years of age. 

2. Ticket sellers must advise adult ticket buyers not to write the name of a person less than 18 years of 

age on the ticket. 

3. Tickets may not be purchased by Board members or their spouses. 

4. Ticket sales must take place within Alberta.  Persons visiting from out of the province may purchase a 

ticket if the entire transaction of payment and receipt of ticket occurs while the person is in Alberta. 

5. If by March 1, 2012 a minimum of 1500 tickets have not been sold, WSFA reserves the right to 

request a draw extension of cancellation from the Alberta Liquor and Gaming Commission. 

6. The drawing will take place on March 24, 2012 at the Capri Convention Centre: 3310-50th Ave, Red 

Deer, Alberta. 

7. The draw will be conducted from a draw barrel. 

8. The first ticket stub drawn will be awarded the third prize and returned to the draw barrel.  The second 

ticket stub drawn will be awarded second prize and returned to the draw barrel.  The third ticket stub 

drawn will be awarded the first prize. 

9. If more than one name is on the ticket stub drawn, WSFA will award the prize to only one of the 

persons identified on the stub.  WSFA and A.G.L.C. will not be responsible for any disputes arising 

from multiple names identified on a ticket stub. 

10. The Dall Sheep Hunt dates are August 10 – August 21, 2012. Includes charter flight from Norman 

Wells, NWT but first prize winner must provide own transportation to Norman Wells. And if the prize is 

claimed after August 9, 2012 a $6000 cash alternative prize will be awarded. The second prize is a 

Weaver Custom Ultra Light Rifle chambered in a 270 WSM. Winner must provide a valid Possession 

Acquisition License. The third prize is Leica 10x42 Geovid HP Binoculars. 

11. Winner need not be present to win. 

12. Tickets are non-refundable. 



13. The raffle winners have one year from the date of the draw to claim their prize.  The licensed charity 

shall secure or place in safekeeping unclaimed prize for a period of one year from the date of the 

draw.  If at that time the prize has still not been claimed, the prize or cash equivalent to the fair market 

value of the prize shall be donated to a charitable beneficiary or donated back to WSFA with A.G.L.C 

approval.
